Modern Language Enterprise Project 
Scenario:

You have students coming over to Ashford from Spain, France or Germany for a five-day visit. The visitors will be the same age as yourselves.  

You need to devise a five-day programme of activities and visits to local attractions which you think would be of interest to your visitors. There must be at least ten activities and visits to local attractions .   Areas to visit are restricted to Kent and London. The schedule must include one trip to London.

Task 1:  At the end of Year 9 and during the summer holidays
Begin to research where you might like to take the students on visits.  Collect as much information as you can including brochures and information from the internet in preparation for the start of Year 10.
You will then work on this project in Year 10 for 6 weeks in your language lessons and for homework.  Three weeks will be before the Enterprise Day on 2nd October, and three weeks afterwards.
Task 2: At the start of Y10 and before Enterprise Day
1. In groups of 4 to 6, allocate job roles within your group.  These must include: 
i) Team Leader – duties will include: keeping the team on target, making notes of any tasks that need to be carried out and what has been agreed.

ii) Editor – duties will include deciding what is to go in the brochure and the presentation Designer – duties will include designing the brochure and the presentation

iii) Researcher – duties will include collating all the research, allocating research tasks when new research is required

iv) ICT specialist – duties will include producing the brochure and the presentation

v) Language specialist – duties will include ensuring the accuracy of the written and spoken language skills of the team members, helping with presentation skills
In addition, you must all work as a team to ensure all the tasks are carried out.  There may be more than one person allocated to each job role or two job roles carried out by one person – this is up to you as a team to decide, depending on your skills.  But everyone must have at least one job role.
2.  Begin to collate your research from year 9 and devise a draft programme of activities/visits.
3.  Collect any further research your team may need.
Task 3: After the presentation on Enterprise Day:
1. Collate your research and finalise five-day programme of at least ten activities and visits to local attractions .  Remember, areas to visit are restricted to Kent and London. The schedule must include one trip to London.

· You will have a budget of £300 to work from. This will have to pay for all travel costs and entrance to attractions.  Each visit must be for a minimum of four people, including at least one adult.  Costs do not have to include accommodation or evening meals, but must include lunch.
· All fares and other costs e.g. food, entrance fees,  must be accurate. 
· The prices of venues is to be varied, some activities may be free.
2. Make notes of any research, group meetings you have and how your decisions have been made.

Task 4: To be started on Enterprise Day and completed in lessons and for homework and be ready for 
23rd October
1. When you have decided on an itinerary you must produce a bi-lingual booklet/brochure to illustrate your planned 5-day timetable, with all travel and cost information included. The template in the shared area must be used.
The brochure to be of good enough quality that your visitors  could take it home to be used by other visitors.
2. In addition to the brochure, each group must put together a five minute Power Point Presentation, to illustrate their work. The presentation is to be delivered in its entirety in French, Spanish or German.  
Each member of the group must take part in the presentation.
3. You should practice giving your presentation regularly.
On finals Day – 23rd October:

 You will be asked to make your presentations in your classrooms to your language teachers. You will be judged/graded on:
· Content of your brochure

· Presentation skills

· Working as a team

· Language skills written

· Language skills spoken

· Overall Impression

You will be taking an early lunch break at 12.30.  You will then go to the Hall to prepare yourselves for the finals.

 Each group must provide a display of their work covering the whole process. You will have a table (exam size) and some display space behind or in front of the table. 

The display must include:

· your research material, 
· the brochure, 
· notes of meetings, 
· a printout of your Powerpoint presentation
· anything else you think appropriate such as posters, flags, local food, maps, leaflets from visitor attractions, train timetables etc. 
You must also have your presentation on a memory stick (plus backup)
Judges will circulate and ask a few questions about your brochure and how you went about the task. 
The finalists will be announced. 
Each group of finalists must then make their five-minute presentation. Kent Works will supply judges who speak French, Spanish and German.  
You will need to be able to discuss the content of your brochure and how you set about the task. 
You will be judged on the same criteria as the classroom heats. 
There will be certificates for all the finalists and prizes for the winners. There will also be a prize for the group who produce the best brochure/display table.
