

· Look – cover – test – check

· Write words out, cut them up, the jumble words and match them up.

· Get someone to test you when you’ve had a go yourself.

· Learn a few at a time.

· Read them, leave for 10 minutes and then see how many you remember.

· Colour code the words – blue, red, green.

· Read them everyday before you go to bed.

· Teach them to someone else.

· Learn the hard ones first.

· Start a word bank on a computer or in a book.

· Put words on sticky labels around the house.

· Repeat them in your head.

· Read them out loud, repeating them.

· Read them like Bart Simpson or someone else you can imitate.

· Write them down several times.

· Break words down into parts.

· Learn with a song, rhythm or action.

· Visualise a word that is hard to remember as a pineapple or pig etc.

· Connect a word with another one you know already.
