
Guide to Completing Primary Languages Lesson Plan Sheet
The numbered points listed below relate to the numbered boxes on the Primary Languages Lesson Plan Sheet.

1. Establish your learning intention.  What would you like pupils to be able to do at the end of the lesson?
2. Is there a linguistic objective which you may or may not want to share with the class but which you need to be aware about to plan your lesson (e.g. a particular sound spelling link, how to make words plural, word order, adjectival agreement, gender of words)?

3. Is there a non linguistic objective which you want to achieve during that lesson?  This will be personal to you and you will probably not share it with the class (e.g. use as much praise as possible in French, set up a pair work activity, use a power point presentation etc).

4. How will you evaluate how successful you have been in meeting your learning intention?

5. Organise the vocabulary and structures you want to teach in the lesson.  In any half hour lesson you will probably not get through more that 8-9 pieces of vocabulary in a question and answer context.  Can the vocabulary be categorised e.g. masculine/feminine or cognates or verbs etc?
6. Are there any resources that you already have which you could use to support your lesson?  Which resources will you need?
7. Starter.  This should last no longer than 5 minutes and should be related to the main part of your lesson.  A non related entry activity may be used to engage pupils.
8. Episodes.  The main body of your lesson should follow the format listed below:
A
Presentation/Recognition
B
Repetition 
C
Practice/Reinforcement
D
Production
Try to include activities which are visual, auditory and kinaesthetic (V.A.K.) to meet pupil’s preferred learning styles.

9. Plenary:  Every lesson should be finished with a plenary in which your pupils get the chance to reflect on what they have learnt, how they have learnt it and how they will remember it.

10. You may want to make yourself some notes on the resources you are using or the activities you are going to do. E.g. If you are using a song, you may want to note down the track number.
11. A and B.  Look at Framework objectives for the year you are teaching and decide which ones you will cover.  (Do not select too many)
C and D.  List your use of ICT and any cross curricular links.

12. List any opportunities for (i) assessment which may occur during your lesson (e.g. modelling/student self assess/peer assess/oral feedback/written response) or (ii) assessment of learning (e.g.  monitoring while pupils are performing a pairwork and noting down the performance of a small group).

13. Highlight opportunities for differentiation.

14. How can you consolidate and follow up this lesson during the week.  Are there any particular games/activities/songs/worksheets you can use?
15. This part of the lesson plan will be completed after you have taught the lesson.  What worked well, what would you change next time etc.

It is also important to bear in mind that where possible every lesson should contain enjoyment, praise and challenge.  
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
